SUMMER SERMON SERIES:
“ AND SO WE CAME TO ROME” (ACTS 28:14)

This summer, we are working through St. Paul’s Letter to the Romans. This coming Sunday
we will work through the second half of Romans 6 and concentrate on verse 22: “But now
that you have been set free from sin and have become slaves of God, the fruit you bear leads
to sanctification, and its end is eternal life.” Many foolishly imagine that they are free, but
they are not. They are enslaved to their own desires and are self-condemned. As Paul writes,
“They are headed for destruction. Their god is their appetite, they brag about shameful
things, and they think only about this life here on earth.” (Philippians 3:19)

This Sunday’s text answers a critical question: If the Law of God is no longer the way we are
saved, are we therefore under no obligation to live a holy life? See you Sunday.
